NEW Religious Education Times 

 

We have listened to you about a need to change the times of our Religious Education Program. Starting 

next year we will be moving the 2
nd

 – 8
th

 grade Sunday classes back 15 minutes to 10:30 – 11:45 AM. This 

will allow families to worship together at the 9 AM Mass without having to rush over to the school in time 

for class. The Wednesday evening program is being moved back to 6:00 – 7:15 PM to accommodate 

younger children who are normally in bed by 8:00-8:30. Confirmation classes will also be moved to 2:30 –

Combined with the strong emphasis the catechetical series place on 

scripture study, all of our younger classrooms will have a copy of A Treasury of Bible Stories that uses large, 

beautiful pictures to tell timely stories in a way children can understand. Starting with 6
th

 grade, our

NEW Catechist Formation Opportunities 

 

All Catechist’s will now have the opportunity to receive full basic certification right here at St. Mary’s this 

fall. Normally catechist’s are required to travel out of town to take one or two classes at a time, meaning 

that only a few of our catechist’s are able to obtain the diocesan required basic certification to teach 

religion. September 12-14 we will host a series of 5 classes for free for all of our catechists.
